Summary. The pandemic affected not only the functioning of the world economy, but also the international business strate-
gies of large transnational companies. The impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on international business are analyzed in the
article. The peculiarities of the increase in the level of unemployment during the COVID-19 pandemic have been studied. It is
described that many sectors of the world economy have suffered losses from the pandemic. The impact of the COVID-19 pan-
demic on the international labor market and the unemployment rate is analyzed.
