Summary. The article examines the role and significance of the implementation of green initiatives in the
development of the EU hotel business, the main sustainable development initiatives in the hotel industry of the
European Union countries and their impact on the economic, social and environmental aspects of tourism. The
directions of implementation of the economic, environmental and social component in the activities of the association's
hotel business are considered. The economic dimension involves increasing resource efficiency, reducing costs, and
increasing profitability through energy-efficient technologies and the use of local suppliers. The environmental aspect
is aimed at reducing environmental impact: switching to LED lighting, smart energy systems, water conservation
and waste recycling. The social dimension is to involve guests, staff and local communities in environmentally
conscious behavior, support local initiatives and develop corporate responsibility. The main problems and obstacles
to the implementation of environmental initiatives and mechanisms for supporting business in this area are outlined.
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The regulatory framework for the transition to a green direction of hotel business development and existing systems
of certification and labeling of hotel industry enterprises are considered (Green key environmental label). The
impact of the presence of such a certificate on the competitiveness and efficiency of hotels is noted, as it helps to
improve the image and manage resources in a more productive way. Successful initiatives of national governments
and joint programs to support sustainable development initiatives in the hotel sector of EU countries are analyzed.
It is summarized that state support for environmental initiatives of rural accommodation facilities reinforces
the idea of eliminating uneven development of EU regions, where small and medium-sized hospitality industry
establishments are the basis of socio-economic development, while simultaneously preserving the environment and
cultural identity. .
